A stop at Tahiti will reward you with excellent curry lunch 
sets that include dessert and coffee. Publishing house Switch runs 
the well stocked Rainy Day Bookstore & Cafe down a quaint back 
street in Nishi Azabu. The nearby temple is also a great place to 
meditate for those shell-shocked by Roppongi’s urban intensity.
